OATH OF OFFICcE CEREMONY

The Class of 2011 will be sworn in at a formal ceremony at 6 p.m. Parents and friends of the members of
the Class of 2011 are cordially invited to attend. Although the ceremony begins promptly at 6 p.m., your
midshipman will arrive and be seated at approximately 5:30 p.m.

Personal Swearing-in Ceremonies by relatives or guests (active duty or retired military personnel) will be
conducted in Smoke Hall (beneath Bancroft Hall Rotunda) immediately following the Oath of Office
Ceremony. In case of inclement weather this ceremony will take place in the Mahan Hall lobby (Mahan
Hall is at the opposite end of Stribling Walk from Tecumseh Court).



DAHLGREN HALL

Dahlgren Hall (4 on map) will have 4 televisions set up on the upper deck displaying continual video
presentations on the U.S. Naval Academy, as well as live video coverage of the Induction Day processing
of our new midshipmen. The Drydock Restaurant, located on the lower deck, will be open all day and will
be also have 4 close circuit TVs. A Parents’ Reception/Info Desk will also be available for
assistance/support.

DRYDOCK RESTAURANT

The Drydock Restaurant will serve breakfast from 7 a.m. until 10 a.m. Fresh baked bagels, breakfast
sandwiches, and other assorted breakfast items, to include some “grab-n’go”.

Lunch and dinner will be served from 10 a.m. until 10 p.m. Selections include: sandwiches, salads, pizza,
hamburgers, hot dogs, subs and much more. Ice cream, cookies, sodas, iced tea and juices are also
available.

ARMEL-LEFTWICH VISITOR CENTER

The Armel-Leftwich Visitor Center overlooks Annapolis Harbor and the Chesapeake Bay. It features an
information center, a theater with the 14-minute film, LEADERS OF CHARACTER: Serving the Nation,
audiovisual and interactive exhibits, a vending machine and guide service. The 4,500-square-foot gift shop
features Navy and Naval Academy issue-ware, souvenirs, prints, books, CDs and videos.

The center is open daily from 9 a.m. until 5 p.m. The center is closed Thanksgiving, Christmas and New
Year’s Day.

On Induction Day, free guided walking tours will be provided by Visitor Center personnel from 7 a.m. until
10:00 a.m originating from Alumni Hall. After 10:00 a.m., departing from the Visitor Center, tours are
available for adults, at $8.00; seniors (ages 62+) at $7.00; and students (1*' through 12" grades) at $6.00.

THE MIDSHIPMEN STORE

The Midshipmen Store is a retail activity to service the needs of the Brigade of Midshipmen. Located in
Bancroft Hall, this activity carries a wide range of items required by midshipmen in the performance of
their duties.

All profits from the Midshipmen Store are used
to support activities of the Brigade of Midshipmen.

First Aid: Any family member or friend of a candidate should contact a staff member immediately if in
need of first aid.

IMPORTANT INFORMATION

The following regulations regarding Plebe Summer and the first semester of Plebe Year are provided for
your information and advanced planning:

1. During Plebe Summer, Midshipmen are unavailable for visiting. This includes during chapel services.
Exceptions can be made for emergencies; contact your midshipman’s company officer.

2. The mailing of “care packages” to Midshipmen Fourth Class is encouraged. However, the items should
be single-serving, nonperishable, and able to fit in a shipping container no larger than a shoe box to
facilitate storage and handling. Packages must be sent via mail; no packages will be accepted at Main
Office for delivery to midshipmen.

3. Midshipmen Fourth Class are required to sit with the Brigade of Midshipmen during home football
games. Please do not purchase tickets for them.

4. During the Academic Year, Midshipmen Fourth Class are normally authorized town liberty on Saturday
afternoons and evenings.

5. Any Midshipman Fourth Class who requests a sponsor will be assigned one during Plebe Summer.
Sponsors are local families who volunteer to provide a “home away from home” for midshipmen.

6. Per Midshipmen Regulations, no Midshipman Fourth Class (regardless of age) is permitted to drink
alcoholic beverages unless they are on authorized leave from the Naval Academy.

7. The Army-Navy Football game is currently scheduled for Saturday, December 1, 2007 at M&T Bank
Stadium in Baltimore, Maryland. The date is subject to change due to network television requirements.
Midshipmen Fourth Class will be bused back to the Academy following completion of the game.

8. Thanksgiving and Christmas are leave periods. Only those midshipmen who have lost leave as a result
of conduct offenses or a Physical Education deficiency will be required to remain at the Academy. Those
who are professionally or academically deficient and appearing before the Academic or Advisory Board
may be required to return early from Christmas leave. Military duties and obligations frequently change. It
is the responsibility of your son or daughter to ensure the dates and times of leave periods are correct and

approved by their chain of command prior to buying a plane ticket. Anticipated commencement and
expiration dates for these leave periods are as follows:
